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Kommentar zum HB — Kritik (1)

* Perspektive der Anderen wurde ausgelassen = Pinoy & Pinays abroad
- Diaspora community

* Fehlt = Wirkung von Globalisierung (= Global Pinoys), Tertiarisierung
(= shift von Landwirtschaft & Industrie zu Dienstleistung),
Modernisierung & Digitalisierung (= Einfluss von sozialen Medien)

* = Einfluss auf die heutige Wahrnehmung z.B. hinsichtlich der Rolle
der Filipinas/der Frau oder des panliligaw/courtships

Kommentar zum HB — Kritik (ll)

* Regionale Disparitaten/Unterschiede
— geographisch (Luzon-Visayas-Mindanao)
— Stadt-Land (City-Rural) = Unterschiede in den einzelnen Provinzen
— ldentitat (keine Homogenitat)

* Fehlende Referenzen/alte Statistiken
— Rappler, ABS-CBN
— Umgang mit China und derzeitigen Konfliktsituationen

* Eurozentrische Perspektive?

* Politisches Statement €= Handbuch (politisch desinteressiert, aber
Interesse an Kultur und Gesellschaft)

* Handbuch auf Deutsch, aber nicht auf Englisch = sprachliche Barriere

* Wie kann man die Perspektive der derzeitigen Generation - der jungen
Erwachsenen - in der Diaspora inkludieren?

Current political situation in the Philippines

1. ”Philippine politics is
like a series on netflix, because it
always have a twist.”

2. “current political situation in the
Philippines is a combination of
‘padrino system’ and family
dynasties.”

3. ”It terrifies me to see the shift to
more human rights violations
especially due to the current war on
drugs, | fear the current political
climate because of Duterte's harsh
rhetorics against all minorities
(regarding gender, ethnicities,
political world view) (...).”




Perception of the national and international

media coverage

1. ”The media nowadays
are presenting information in a
biased way. Sometimes, they just
highlight the negative in order to
manipulate
the views of the people.”

2. "As perceived, international
media predominantly cover the
controversial outreach of the
Philippine president, such as
guotations and political steps (e.g
War on Drugs).”

3. ”National mainstream media has
always tended to sensationalize
events, which in a way contributed

to the further polarization of Filipino
society and the toxicity of national
political discourse .

Is "politics" an important topic to discuss?
Family, friends, colleagues or others

1."Yes, itis
important to discuss politics since
we are affected by politics one way
or the other (...)."

2. ”Politics is an important topic. (...)
in the social environment, a
significant political event often
referred to is the implementation of
the War on Drugs Policy.”

3. ”innerhalb der Familie zu Beginn
der Duterte Administration sehr oft.
Mittlerweile eher selten.”




Perception of DDS or sympathy of Duterte

1. "My parents were somehow
supporters of Duterte but it kind of
dwindled eventually. | do
understand their sentiments as to

why they support the
administration.”

2. ”The urge to open a dialogue
plays a role as well.”

3.”I try to understand them and
their argument first. Then give my
opinion. But it turned out it's much

more effective to pose questions
such as: "Do you really believe that

this is what a good Christian would

do/say?” or "Nobody is born a drug

addict or criminal. How would you

help a friend who has fallen ill due
to drugs?"

Church, religion and religious groups

1. “noch mehr auf die
problematische Situation hinweisen
und sich auch Uber internationale
Medien Gehor schaffen.”

2. ”To my mind, they should also
stand up for human rights because
we aren't free when others are
oppressed and | think that the
fundamental idea of most religions
is to protect human life and to
respect one another.”

3.”In the Philippines, | believe, the

concept of separation of church and
state is not present. The church
always involve itself regarding

stately matters. Politicians

themselves are also always divided

into different ideals and therefore

do not want to cooperate with one

another”
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Perception of political situation in the
Philippines from foreigners/abroad

1. ”Based on my interaction
with friends, the Philippines are
perceived with a notion of
insecurity, attributed to its
president.”

2."”(...) Duterte joins the ranks of
rightwing populist leaders like
Bolsonaro, Modi, Erdogan, Trump
and the like. And this is something
that needs to be reiterated more
and more.”

3. ”Due to sensational headlines
about Duterte's slurs and rants, the
Filipinos are perceived as "dumb" or
uneducated (similar like Europeans

view Trump-voters). The political
discourse is being perceived like a
farce. The news that the Philippines
would consider prison sentences
for 9-year olds was a shocker.”

Other remarks

1. “The Philippines will always be a
disaster for as long as the people
continue voting government
officials that are unfit to the job.”

2. ”Observing the current political

situation feels like a nightmare but
being a naturally optimistic spirit, |
hope that better days will arise,
when people are treated equally
and violence, corruption and
oppression will end.”

3. “The overseas vote was
overwhelmingly pro-Duterte, even
and especially in Europe. This is a

trend that is not unique to the
Philippines, but it does say a lot
about how the privileged, educated
middle and upper class emigrants
have played a role in the push for
authoritarian politics in their home
country while at the same time
enjoying the freedoms and rights
given to them by their host
countries.”
